PORTS OF CALL
GIBRALTAR, UNITED KINGDOM  Go to 
the top of the Rock and admire the view across 
the Mediterranean and up the peninsula into 
Spain. Feed peanuts to the famed Barbary Apes, 
and visit St. Michael’s Cave, a fascinating cavern 
once inhabited by Neolithic peoples and visited 
by early Romans.
